I was invited by a friend to attend a free two-
hour “Rich Dad Poor Dad” seminar at a hotel 
in Sugarland last weekend.  
They gave me a free keychain USB drive.  
Wow, thanks for the $1 item. 
I had to sit through a completely insane and 
intense hard-core sales pitch in which they 
tried really hard to talk me into forking over 
$199 for a not-free three day seminar. 
My understanding is that at the three day 
seminar, they would try really hard to talk me 
into forking over $30,000 for their full 30 day 
course. Then, that course would lead to 
“executive mentoring“ and “career coaching“ 
in exchange for my life savings. 
From what I could gather, the spiel is that you 
have wrong thinking, and all you need to do is 
start thinking right, and you will start gaining 
wealth, simply by changing your attitude and 
learning a few cult-like “secrets” from their 
guru, an old guy named Robert Kiyosaki (who 
wasn’t there – you don’t get to meet him until 
you fork over some large bucks.) 
It was a slick son-of-a-bitch running the scam. 
I would guess about 30 people signed up, so 
they took in 6 grand and now have 30 new 
idiots to squeeze for three whole days of ex-
cruciating hell. Probably five of those guys 
will jump in at $30k and up, so add another 
$150k to the boodle. 
I spoke to some of the people before and after.  
Most of them are people who need to make 
extra money, some of them desperate. Others 
included young married women, laid-off plant 
workers, a waitress, and a farmer.

But somehow, it never worked 
out for them. So they switched to Herbalife, 
then Shaklee, then an insurance scam, then 
some kind of vitamins, then windshield repair, 
and a bunch of others that I can’t remember. 
They tried the Buy Real Estate With No 
Money Down programs. And every time they 
hit on a new scheme, they would try to rope in 
everyone in the whole family. 
Each time, they would get a glazed look as 
they confidently predicted that within a few 
months they would be retiring to a private 
island and whizzing around in a private jet. 
It’s been over 30 years, and they are living in 
a trailer up in East Texas, both still working 
their asses off just to pay the bills. 
I bet if they had taken the money and time 
they spent on all of the stupid schemes, and 
invested it in something simple like collecting 
coins or buying old pottery, they might be 
ready to retire by now. 
The last time I visited, they were all excited 
about a program they had joined where they 
would be paid up to $14,000 a month just to 
surf the web. They scraped up over $1,000 to 
get started with this program, but like their 
prior ventures, it never took off.
